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NAACP Scholarship Information

The NAACP Bloomington/Normal Branch is accepting scholarship applications from minority high school seniors in the Bloomington/Normal area who plan to attend a four-year college or university for the 2007-2008 school term.  Upon proof of enrollment, the scholarships will be distributed to the recipients as soon as possible, preferably before the fall semester begins.

We invite any Bloomington/Normal resident who is a minority high school senior and interested in being considered for this scholarship to apply.  The completed application and all requested information must be postmarked no later than Tuesday, April 29, 2009.
Our scholarships are awarded to qualified applicants based on the following criteria:

· Scholastic achievement – GPA of 3.0 or higher on a 4.0 scale, or 4.0 or higher on a 5.0 scale
· Applicant must be a graduating minority high school student who has been accepted to attend a four-year college or university

· High school extracurricular activities

· Community involvement

· Communication skills (oral and written) 

The following list shows what a complete information packet should consist of.  Failure to comply with any one of the following six directions may lead to the packet not being considered.
1. A computer written or typed application
2. An official high school transcript

3. Two letters of recommendation (one from a high school counselor and one from someone other than a relative)

4. A copy of the acceptance letter from the accredited four-year college or university you plan to attend

5. A type written essay on the subject of “How has the NAACP benefited the current generation?”, not to exceed one and a half pages
6. Mail the application to the following address no later than April 29, 2009:

Selected candidates will be notified for interviews with the Scholarship Committee.

After the interviews are completed and selections have been made, the recipients will be notified and must attend an award ceremony.  In the event that the recipient cannot attend, he/she should send a representative to accept the award on his/her behalf.  Checks will only be awarded upon receipt of proof of enrollment (i.e., class schedule, dorm room assignment, payment receipt, etc.) to the college or university of the recipient’s choice.
